evidences the transfer of funds or credit, or enter into any contract 22 

for the exchange of goods or services, where the letter of credit, 23 

contract, or other document contains any provisions requiring any 24 

person to discriminate against or to certify that he, she or it has not 25 

dealt with any other person on the basis of the race, creed, color, 26 

national origin, ancestry, age, pregnancy or breastfeeding, sex, 27 

gender identity or expression, affectional or sexual orientation, 28

labor, job restructuring or modified work schedules, and temporary 39 

transfers to less strenuous or hazardous work, for needs related to 40

substantially similar work, when viewed as a composite of skill, 32 

effort and responsibility.  An employer who is paying a rate of 33 

compensation in violation of this subsection shall not reduce the 34 

rate of compensation of any employee in order to comply with this 35 

subsection.  An employer may pay a different rate of compensation 36 

only if the employer demonstrates that the differential is made 37 

pursuant to a seniority system, a merit system, or the employer 38 

demonstrates: 39 

 (1) That the differential is based on one or more legitimate, bona 40

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STATEMENT 1

 This bill amends current law to extend protections against age 3 

discrimination by: 4 

 1. Deleting the provision of section 1 of P.L.1938, c.295 5 

(C.10:3-1) that permits a governmental employer to require 6 

retirement when an employee attains a particular age if the 7 

employer can show “that the retirement age bears a manifest 8 

relationship to the employment in question”; 9 

 2. Deleting the provision of section 11 of the "Law Against 10 

Discrimination," P.L.1945, c.169 (C.10:5-12) that states: “nothing 11 

herein contained shall be construed to bar an employer from 12 

refusing to accept for employment or to promote any person over 70 13 

years,” having the effect of no longer permitting employers to 14 

refuse to hire persons for the sole reason of being more than 70 15 

years old; 16 

 3. Amending section 5 of P.L.1985, c.73 (C.10:5-12.1) to 17 

provide that, in a claim of unlawfully being required to retire 18 

because of age, an employee has available all of the remedies 19 

provided by any applicable law, instead of, as that section currently 20 

provides, being limited to filing a complaint with the Attorney 21 

General and having relief limited to reinstatement with back pay 22 

and interest; and 23 

 4. Repealing section 4 of P.L.1985, c.73 (C.10:5-2.2), which 24 

permits institutions of higher education to require tenured 25 

employees to retire at the age of 70 years. 26
