 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 4 

of New Jersey: 5

 11. The Legislature finds and declares that: 7 

 a. It is the responsibility of the State to ensure respect for the 8 

human rights and civil rights of all people detained within New Jersey. 9 

 b. It is the responsibility of the State to protect the health and 10 

safety, including the physical and mental health, of individuals 11 

detained within New Jersey. 12 

 c. Detention centers and correctional facilities in New Jersey have 13 

a history of poor conditions, including inadequate medical and mental 14 

health care, use of isolated confinement, and incidents of violence and 15 

retaliation against people in detention. 16 

 d. In keeping with its obligation to protect and advance the health 17 

and just treatment of all people within the State of New Jersey, it is 18 

therefore the intent of the Legislature to prevent new, expanded, or 19 

renewed agreements to detain people for civil immigration purposes.1 20

 “Private detention facility” means any privately owned or operated 4 

facility that houses or detains individuals for 1
[federal]1 civil 5 

immigration violations 1
[under the authority of the Immigration and 6 

Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. s.1101 et seq.)]1.   7 

 b. On or after the effective date of this act: 8 

 (1) the State or 1a1 local government agency shall not enter into, 9 

renew, or extend any immigration detention agreement as defined in 10 

subsection a. of this section; or  11 

 (2) a private detention facility operating in this State shall not enter 12 

into, renew, or extend any immigration detention agreement as defined 13 

in subsection a. of this section.   14 
 1c. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit, or in any 15 

way restrict, any action where the prohibition or restriction would be 16 

contrary to federal law, the United States Constitution, or the New 17 

Jersey Constitution.1 18
