 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 4 

of New Jersey: 5

 1. a.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary, 7 

a defendant who has served the maximum term of imprisonment shall, 8 

upon request, be offered the same assistance available to a defendant 9 

released on parole pursuant to the procedures and standards set forth in 10 

section 15 of P.L.1979, c.441 (C.30:4-123.59).   11 

 b. The Commissioner of Corrections shall advise a defendant who 12 

has served the maximum term of imprisonment of the assistance to 13 

which the defendant is entitled pursuant to subsection a. of this section 14 

prior to the defendant’s release from incarceration and provide contact 15 

information necessary to access available resources.   16 

 c. The State Parole Board shall include in its annual report the 17 

number of defendants who request services pursuant to subsection a. 18 

of this section, a summary of the particular assistance received, and the 19 

recidivism rates of these defendants. 20

 2. This act shall take effect on the first day of the fourth month 22 

after enactment.    23
